Tre town of Paisley was first erected in 1488, into a borough of barony, in rate canme

favour of the abbot of Paisley, and was by him disponed to the Eailies and :Oadﬂl foff’r;:_e
Town Council, to be holden of the abbot. Afterwards, in 1658, William Lord holders,
Cochran, the lord of erection of the abbey of Paisley, resigned the superiority
of this borough, in favour of the Magistrates, Town Council, and community,
to be holden of the Crown; upon which a charter und\,r the Great Seal and in-
fefiment were expeded.
The lands belenging to the borough, and which were thus made to held of
the Crown, were rated in the cess-books at L.1078:6: 8d Scots, of valued rent;
-and, among other public burdens, they were in use anciently to pay their chafC
of the charges appoined by act 35th, Parl. 1661, to be furnished to the Commxs#
sioners elected to serve in Parliament for the shire.
In virtue of this frechold, the borough of Paisley stood on the roll of free-
holders of the county of Renfrew for a long tract of years, and was in the ref-,
