of different corporations ; thus it was alleged, That a slater and butcher were
members of the cerporation of glovers 5. @ weaver, a shoemaker, a wright, and a
carter, were members of the corporation of bakers ;-and a writer was a member
of the corporation.of taylors ; and it was urged, that. unless this practice were

allowed, some of the corporations would be extinct.——TnE Lorbs .were of opi- -

nion, That the practice was most xrregular, therefore repelled the reasons .of re-
duction, and assoilzied.from the declarator. . ‘

"THERE are 14; mcorpcratlons i the town of Edinburgh, who havé each a dea-
con chosen annually by. the craftsmen. Ouit of these deacons, six are chosen- by -
the old council into the new, and.vote in all questions as-a part of it. The
other eight, who are called extraordmary deacons, have only avote in electmg
‘the magistrates, and certain other matters. .

The 1ncorpovatlons in elcctmg their deacons, are -each obliged to give in a
leet of six persons to the. town-council, from :which a.leet of three is sent back

to them by the council, out of which the deacon must be chosen.

This restraint -on the freedom: of their choice had, on ‘former occasions, been -
complamed of as a grievance. In 1449, Mr Stodart, then a.counsellor, moved in -
