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DECISION AND REMITTAL

1. This decision is given under the provisions of paragraphs (a) and (b) of rule
40(3).

2. The appeal to the Upper Tribunal is allowed. The decision of the First-tier
Tribunal is set aside. We direct that the appellant’s appeal be considered
afresh by the First-tier Tribunal.
