CHAPTER 23.

An Act to amend the Commissioners of Works Act, 1852, A.D. 1894,
and for other purposes relating to the Commissioners ——
of Works. [20th July 1894.]

BE it enacted by the Queen’s most Excellent Majesty, by and

with the advice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and
Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled,
and by the authority of the same, as follows :

1.—(1.) For the purpose of the purchase of land by the Provisions as
Commissioners of Works, the Lands Clauses Acts (except the to sales,
provisions thereof relating to the purchase and taking of land gﬁ‘ﬁfgjﬁ’
otherwise than by agreement,) shall be incorporated with the 15 & 16 Viet.
Commissioners of Works Act, 1852, c. 28.

(2.) In the case of any purchase, sale, exchange, or lease by the
Commissioners of Works under the Commissioners of Works Act, 15&% 16 v
1852, it shall not be necessary for any vendor, purchaser, lessor, ¢ 28-
or lessee to ascertain whether the consent of the Treasury has been
given to the purchase, sale, exchange, or lease.

(3.) Every instrument whereby any land or interest in land in
England or Wales is conveyed or assigned to or by the Com-
missioners of Works under or for the purposes of the Commis-
sioners of Works Aect, 1852, shall be enrolled in the central
office of the Supreme Court of Judicature, and, if so enrolled,
shall not require any other enrolment, acknowledgment, or registry.
Provided that this subsection shall not apply to any instrument
relating to land the title of which has been registered under the
Land Registry Act, 1862, or the Land Transfer Act, 1875. 25 & 26 Vict.
