1. This Order may be cited as the Counter-Terrorism Act 2008 (Commencement No. 6) Order

2012—
(a) section 22 (post-charge questioning in England and Wales);
(b) section 23 (post-charge questioning in Scotland); and

(c) section 25 (recording of interviews) only in so far as it extends to England and Wales and

Scotland.
