The Al4 Trunk Road (Rothwell to Naseby, Northamptore)
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traff@yder 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, beie traffic authority for the A14 Trunk
Road (“the A14") and connecting roads, is satisfteat traffic on lengths of that road and four of
those connecting roads, between Rothwell and Nasettne County of Northamptonshire, should
be restricted and prohibited because works areogaapto be executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 188/ hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the Al4 Trunk Roadtt{RRell to Naseby, Northamptonshire)
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traffi©yder 2013 and shall come into force on 8th
November 2013.

2. In this Order:

“the first length of trunk road” means the visind carriageway of the Al4 from a
point 350 metres east of the centrepoint of the
overbridge at its dumbbell roundabout junction viita
A6 near Rothwell, to its junction with the entryipsl
road leading from the A5199 at Naseby;

“the second length of trunk road”  means the wastd carriageway of the A14 from its
junction with the exit slip road leading to its
roundabout junction with the A6 near Rothwell ts it
junction with the entry slip road leading from the
A5199 at Naseby;

“a slip road” means the slip road leading —
i) to the westbound carriageway of the A14 from
its roundabout junction with the A6 near
Rothwell;

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7, no pesball, during the works period, drive any
motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 50 miles per dmthe first length of trunk road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7, no pesbkali, during the works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter or proceed on the sgétemgth of trunk road or a slip road.

5. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7, no pesball, during the works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in any lagbjacent to the second length of trunk road.

6. The provisions of articles 3, 4, and 5 shall applly during such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 138y

7. The provisions of —

a)article 3 shall not apply to any vehicle being ufEdspecial forces purposes;
b)articles 3, 4, and 5 shall not apply to any viehic

(1) being used for police, fire brigade or ambulanceppses; or

(i) proceeding at the direction of, or with the permis®f, a police constable; and
c)articles 4 and 5 shall not apply to any vehiclengeaised in connection with the said

works.
