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PROTOCOL MODIFYING THE AGREEMENT CONCERNING

STORAGE OF, ACCESS TO, AND RELEASE OF INFORMATION

FROM THE ARCHIVES OF THE ALLIED HIGH COMMISSION

AND CONNECTED TRIPARTITE AGENCIES SIGNED AT BONN

ON JUNE 30, 1954

Bonn , March 5, 1959

The Governments of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, the French Republic, and the United States of America, desiring to
modify the Agreement concerning storage of, access to, and release of
information from the Archives of the Allied High Commission and connected
Tripartite Agencies signed at Bonn on June 30, 1954, (') (hereinafter referred
to as "the Agreement ") in order to take into account the irreparable damage
by flood water suffered by the security files of the Combined Travel Board
of the Allied High Commission, have agreed as follows:-

ARTICLE 1

The provisions of sub-paragraph (b) of Section 7 of the Annex to the
Agreement, insofar as they relate to security files of the Combined Travel
Board, shall apply only to such files as are still legible and only for a period
of five years from the date of the present Protocol.

ARTICLE 2

The present Protocol shall enter into force on the date of its signature
and shall continue in force until the termination of the Agreement.

In witness whereof the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto by
their respective Governments, have signed the present Protocol.

Done in triplicate at Bonn this fifth day of March One thousand
Nine hundred and Fifty-nine, in the English and French languages, both
texts being equally authoritative.

a Bonn le 30 join 1954 (design ci-apres par les mots " l'Accord "), afin de
tenir compte des dommages irreparables causes par inundation aux documents
relatifs aux renseignements de securite de l'Office tripartite de la Circulation
de la Haute Commission Alliee, sont convenus de cc qui suit:

ARTICLE I"

Les dispositions du paragraphe (b) de la section 7 de l'Annexe de I'Accord
dans la mesure oh elles concernent les documents relatifs aux renseignements
de securite de l'Office Tripartite de la Circulation, s'appliqueront uniquement
aux documents qui soot encore lisibles et dans la limite d'une periode de cinq
ans a partir de la date du present Protocole.

ARTICLE 2

Le present Protocole entrera en vigueur a Ia date de sa signature et restera
en vigueur jusqu'au terme de I'Accord lui-meme.

En foi de quoi les soussignes dument autorises par leurs Gouvernements
respectifs ont sign le present Protocole.
