I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Royal Thai
Government and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland for air services between and beyond their respective
territories, signed at Bangkok on the 10th of November, 1950,(%) and also to
the following Notes from the Royal Thai Ministry of Foreign Affairs to this
Embassy :

These Notes communicated the agreement of the Thai authorities to the
exercise by the British Overseas Airways Corporation of traffic rights at
Milan, Istanbul, Beirut and Damascus, and Teheran respectively.
