I have the honour to refer to the Agreement concerning exchanges of
professors, experts and students in the fields of science and education,
constituted by the Notes exchanged at Cairo between the Government of the
Unrited Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government
of the United Arab Republic on the 14th of November, 1961.(")

Acting upon instructions from Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State
for Foreign Affairs; I now propose that this Agreement should be prolonged
without modification up to the 31st of March, 1965.

If this proposal is acceptable to the Government of the United Arab
Republic, I have the honour to suggest that this Note and Your Excellency’s
reply in this sense should be réegarded as constituting an Agreement between
the two Govérnments which shall terminate on thé.31st of March, 1965,
unless prolonged for a further period after that date with such modifications
as may be agreed between the two Governments in & further exchange of
Notes. -
