Your Excellency, 11 July 1974.

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the
Government of the Lebanese Republic for Air Services between and beyond
their respective territories signed at Beirut on 15 August 1951("), as amended
by the Exchanges of Notes of 24 June 1953(%), 10 December 1953(9),
8 June 1959(%), 27 October 1962(°) and 6 February 1969(°). In accordance
with the discussions which took place in Beirut from 13 to 16 December 1972
I have the honour to propose that the Schedule of Routes to the said
Agreement be amended as follows:

In Section I by
(i) deleting Route 2

(ii) substituting the following for Notes (@) and (b)

“(a) The designated airline or airlines of the United Kingdom may
on any or all flights omit calling at any of the above-mentioned
points provided that the agreed services on the route begin at a
point in United Kingdom territory.

(b) On the above route no traffic rights may be exercised on :che
sectors Beirut—-Damascus, Beirut-Baghdad and Beirut-Kuwait.”

and in Section II by

(i) deleting the existing Route 2 and substituting “ Beirut-Bangkok-Hong
Kong-Osaka-Tokyo-New York.”

(ii) substituting the following Notes (a), (b) and (c) for the existing Notes
(@) and (b)

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“(a) The designated airline or airlines of the Lebanon may on any or
all flights omit calling at any of the above-mentioned points
provided that the agreed services on these routes begin at a
point in Lebanese territory.

(b) Route 2 may be operated only by all-cargo aircraft and no traffic
rights may be exercised on the sector Hong Kong-Osaka.

(c) Additional points between Beirut and New York may by prior
agreement between the aeronautical authorities be added to

Route 2 without traffic rights between such points and Hong
Kong.”

If the above proposals are acceptable to the Government of the
Lebanese Republic, I have the honour to propose that this Note and Your
Excellency’s reply in that sense shall be regarded as constituting an Agree-
ment between our two Governments in this matter which shall enter into
force on the date of your reply.
